· Repeat these 2 rows until long enough for heel of foot, approx 18 -20 rows

· Change to rib (knit 1, purl 1) for toe of slipper

· Cast off when long enough for foot (about 14 rows)

· Sew together back of heel

· Sew up rib part for front of slipper

· Thread wool around toe part and pull

· Enjoy warm feet!!!
